3. No history of drug or alcohol abuse within the past 2 years confirmed in writing by a GP or an appropriate drug or alcohol agency, unless there is an evidenced and sustained change (6 months) supported by drug and alcohol support services.

4. All applicants to go through Citizen’s pre-tenancy assessment to assess their financial status and their suitability for the offer.

5. Feedback will be provided on any unsuccessful offer to the council especially if the applicant is on a priority band.
